· Two of the top 4 seniors this year are St Patrick graduates! 

· Since 2001, nearly 80% of St. Patrick’s graduates have achieved a 3.0 or better at Elkhorn Area High School. This includes eight being ranked in the top 10 and one valedictorian and one salutatorian. Our graduates have a high level of representation in the National Honor Society.

· Most students can skip Spanish 1 in High School.  Our Spanish instruction begins with Grade 3
· Every grade, including Kindergarten, learns computer skills. There are computers in every class room; we have a computer lab, and three smart boards utilized by students under the guidance of trained classroom teachers. 

· We have a high teacher to student ratio.  As a private school, we are able to limit the number of students in each classroom, retaining this incredible statistic.  This differs considerably from the public school class sizes.  

· Our art classes for all grades learn about the history, famous artists and their techniques – it’s not just arts and crafts
· Knowledge Quest is a competitive group of 6-8th grade students that compete in academic challenges to obtain first place in the tournament each Spring

This is truly a gift—supported by the parish as one of the true evangelical paths we offer.  This is because St. Patrick’s school is committed to the development of the whole child—not just educating them.  Our children begin and end each day with a prayer.
