Lent Begins Tomorrow: Time for a Change!


We were blessed to have Father Jim visit the students today in the classrooms to talk about Lent and its importance. Tomorrow is Ash Wednesday and it marks the beginning of this very important season. It is a time for penance, reflection, and fasting which prepares us for Christ's Resurrection on Easter Sunday.  What can we do to make the next 40 days and 40 nights about Jesus? 


This year, the students and staff members at St. Patrick will join our fellow Catholics from all around the world by making positive changes and remembering Jesus’ suffering and death.  We will participate in times of fasting, Stations of the Cross, confession and acts of mercy to strengthen our faith. Our goal is the same goal of every Christian…to leave Lent a stronger and more faithful than when Lent began. 


When I was in elementary school, the first thing that came to my mind during Lent was… what should I give up?  The standard was to give up candy.  I remember waiting for Easter morning so I could eat plenty of candy.  I’m sad to report to you that for some years, my focus was on candy and not Jesus.  


Today children are encouraged to move beyond giving up candy to giving up some habit of sin that marked their lives or making a positve change that includes helping themselves or others.  (Remember, Jesus helps those who help themselves; giving up candy can help children stay healthy)


 Lent is about conversion, turning our lives more completely over to Christ and His way of life. That always involves giving up sin in some form. The goal is not just to abstain from sin for the duration of Lent but to root sin out of our lives forever. Conversion means leaving behind an old way of living and acting in order to embrace new life in Christ.
