We are actively looking for someone to teach our Spanish classes on Wednesday and Friday afternoons.  If you know someone who is willing to substitute for Mrs. Baumeister during her maternity leave, please let me know.  All substitute teachers must have a Bachelors Degree, background checks and Safeguarding God’s Children before working with our students.  While we are without a Spanish teacher the following changes have been implemented:


1. All required minutes for Spanish will be taught.  (According to the Archdiocese of Milwaukee Policy handbook, students in grades 6th- 8th are required to have 40 minutes of Spanish a week. There are no other requirements for Spanish)


2. Teachers in grades K-4th will integrate basic Spanish words/culture into their Language Arts/Social Studies classes.  There will be no scheduled Spanish class.


3. 5th & 6th graders will have Spanish class two days a week for a total of 90 minutes.  They will work with Ms. Zalewski on basic vocabulary, grammar and sentence structure. 


4. 7th and 8th graders will spend their scheduled Spanish time working on a website called StudySpanish.com.  This website will provide them with pronunciation modeling, grammar, vocabulary and sentence structure.  I will join them during this process and provide them with assessments. Other resources may be used.
